How can you help your child at home?

Exercise - Our brains need some oxygen flowing through them so whether it's
kicking a ball, learning a dance video, jumping on the trampoline or creating an
obstacle course in the garden - make some time for exercise.

Eat together and talk - At the kitchen table, talk about what you've been doing
during the day for work. Ask them to share the things that they've learnt, talk
about big topics like the environment, society, economy, health. You might be
surprised by your child's opinions on the big things, however small they are.
Have a routine but be flexible - Our children are used to having a structured
day and many thrive on that. If that's your child, then adopt a routine that's
closely linked to the school day.

Read - Read together and alone, create cosy reading dens and specific time to
read. Keep a record of all the reading you've done to impress usl!
