If your child wants to do more 

than this, please use no more than the double page with the topic 

label. We aren’t judging the best handwriting or spelling; we are 

looking for imaginative ideas expressed by the children through 

pictures and words. We hope you will enjoy spending time with 

your child talking about each learning log topic with your child. 

Just a reminder these are not compulsory, however they do play a 

huge part in developing the children’s confidence, fine motor and 

communication and language skills. 
Show and Tell 

For the weeks when there are no Learning Logs in school, 

children may bring one item in to show their peers and to talk 

about. This item may remain in school for a few days until it has 

been shared with the rest of the class.

Thursdays.
